EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT

LaSharn Hughes, Executive Director, presented the following information for the Board’s review. Dr.
DelLoach submitted a motion, seconded by Dr. Gross, to accept the report. The motion carried
unanimously.

and medical spas, and asked the Executive Director to send complaints to the Board of
Nursing for its investigations.

5. Reviewed Senate Bill 51 (2001), regarding the use use of automated external defibrillators,
for possible rules. The Board referred the issue to the Rules Committee for review.

The Board asked the staff revise profiles with inappropriate comments that did not relate to
the information in the profile.
